THE EMERGENCY CENTER FOR PSYCHOGERIATRICS AND BEHAVIORAL DISORDERS
Emergency services for medical and psychobehavioral disorders for individuals suffering from Alzheimer’s Disease and other dementias. This unique service provides 24 hour diagnosis and care for behavioral and Psychogeriatric Disorders. 

COST: $200,000

CHRONIC RESPIRATORY CARE DEPARTMENT FOR CHILDREN AND THE ELDERLY 

Rapidly expanding department, to assist the elderly who require long term assistance to breathe. Due to the high level of success in treatment, a new ward has been opened for children. Children provide a very unique problem within this very specialized field. Usually some tragic incident or accident causes such severe injuries that the child requires the assistance of a respiratory machine to breathe for an extended period.
COST of each new patient’s unit: $50,000

INTEGRATIVE BRAIN HEALTH CENTER 

The goal of the Center is to offer integrative, multidisciplinary medical treatment combining traditional health care with alternative medicine to create an overall improvement in the health of individuals before they require hospital care. The Center attends to the individual’s medical and paramedical needs by comprehensively addressing the biological, psychological, social and spiritual aspects of health and wellness. 

COST: $500,000 to launch

SCHIZOPHRENIA RESEARCH AND TREATMENT UNIT 

The problems and effective treatment of patients with schizophrenia continue to stymie psychiatrists. New research conducted at the hospital indicate new methods of treatment that are showing significant success. As a result of this research there is a pressing need to expand the research program and the number of patients treated by this new method.

COST: $250,000

PARKINSON’S DISEASE MANAGEMENT CLINIC 

Multi-disciplinary treatment for all aspects of Parkinson’s Disease. The clinic brings together the expertise of neurologist, geriatrician, urologist, psychiatrist, social worker, dietician and physical and occupational therapist as well as other specialists.

COST: $200,000

DEPARTMENT OF PHYSICAL REHABILITATION

Newly renovated department provides the best physical, occupational and speech therapy in Israel for those recovering from strokes and hip surgery and other orthopedic related problems.  Patient rooms and doctors offices available for dedication.

NAMING OF THE ENTIRE DEPARTMENT: $1,500,000 

CHILDREN’S HYPERACTIVITY TREATMENT CENTER - 
Children suffering from Attention Deficiency and Hyperactivity Disorder known as ADHD require accurate diagnosis and proper treatment to effectively address the various levels of this trait. Today there is a significant number of children in Israel requiring expert treatment. The Hospital seeks to create a proper facility to treat the increasing number of children suffering from ADHD who visit our outpatient clinics.

COST: $150,000

PROGRAM TO TRAIN ETHIOPIAN YOUNG WOMEN TO BE CARE GIVERS TO THE ELDERLY 


The development of a program to train Ethiopian immigrants is to meet two critical needs: one, the shortage of trained personnel in the field of geriatric care giving, and the other to help create mechanisms that will integrate the young generation of Ethiopian immigrants into the workplace, in positions that will offer wages they can live on. The course will also offer opportunities to continue studying in the field professionally.

COST: $165,000

NURSES ADVANCED EDUCATION PROGRAM 

The level of advanced specialized training of nurses is recognized as a critical aspect of effective delivery of health care. Currently, nurses at the hospital cannot participate in these vital extra-curricular programs because of financial limitations. The hospital seeks to create an ongoing fund which will enable it to send nurses for extra training and hiring replacement staff during these periods. Scholarship and endowment funds are required.

DONATIONS from $25,000-$50,000

PROGRAM FOR THE ADVANCEMENT OF NEW IMMIGRANT DOCTORS  

Highly competent newly arrived immigrants play a key role in both the delivery of high quality health care and the smoother absorption of the new immigrants and their families. Unfortunately, the Israeli government does not provide sufficient funding to hire these new immigrants. The hospital wishes to add such proficient medical professionals to its staff.

COST: $100,000 per doctor
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
